MEDAL OF HONOR RECIPIENT
SPEC 4 LARRY DAHL:

VIETNAMESE CONFLICT 1961-1975
The President of the United States of America, 

authorized by an Act of Congress,
3 March 1863, has awarded posthumously in the name of 

Congress the Medal of Honor to
SPECIALIST 4 LARRY G. DAHL

for conspicuous gallantry and intrepidity, extraordinary 
heroism, and intrepidity at the cost of his life,

above and beyond the call of duty in the Vietnamese Conflict.

     The Medal of Honor is a symbol of 
the spirit that lies at the very heart of our 
democratic society -- a spirit that recognizes 
someone for what they are and do, not for 
any accident of birth or background. 
     Medal of Honor recipients, regardless of 
rank, race, or religious belief, are linked by 
an ideal that springs from the deepest roots 
of all that is best in humanity: at a time of 
trial and crisis, their first thoughts were of 
others. Their actions exhibit a spirit of self-
sacrifice that is universally recognized and 
respected. When they could have done less 
without blame or dishonor, they gave more, 
responding “above and beyond the call 
of duty.” The Medal of Honor is a symbol 
of those high ideals. It is this nation’s 
expression of gratitude and recognition of 
those individuals whose uncommon valor 
sets them apart from others.
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The Transportation Corps has four Medal 
of Honor recipients, the low number 
representing the fact that under normal 
conditions Transportation Corps soldiers 
are considered a support branch and 
generally are not in the fore front of battle.  
However, in Vietnam this was different 
in truck companies that were constantly 
under ambush.  Two of our Medal of Honor 
recipients served in gun truck companies – 
Sergeant William W. Seay, 
62nd Trans Co, and 
Specialist 4th Class Larry G. Dahl, 
359th Trans Co.
In this newsletter we will cover Larry Dahl. 

Specialist 4th Class Dahl distinguished 
himself by conspicuous gallantry and 
intrepidity while serving as a machine 
gunner on a gun truck near An Khe, Binh 
Dinh Province.  The gun truck in which 
Specialist Dahl was riding was sent with two 
other gun trucks to assist in the defense of 
a convoy that had been ambushed by an 
enemy force. 

The gun trucks entered the battle zone 
and engaged the attacking enemy troops 
with a heavy volume of machinegun fire, 
causing a large number of casualties.  After 
a brief period of intense fighting the attack 
subsided.         
   As the gun trucks were preparing to return 
to their normal escort duties, an enemy 
hand grenade was thrown into the truck in 
which Specialist Dahl was riding.  Instantly, 
realizing the great danger,  Dahl called 
a warning to his companions and threw 
himself directly onto the grenade. 
   Through his indomitable courage, 
complete disregard for his safety, and 
profound concern for his fellow soldiers, 
Spec 4 Dahl saved the lives of the other 
members of the truck crew while sacrificing 
his own.

 Spec 4 Dahl’s conspicuous gallantry, 
extraordinary heroism, and intrepidity at 
the cost of his life, above and beyond the 
call of duty, are in keeping with the highest 
traditions of the military service and reflect 
great credit on himself, his unit and the U.S. 
Army.

Ambush at An Khe Pass
On February 23, 1971 elements of the 27th 
Transportation Battalion left Pleiku with 
a convoy of 5,000-gallon jet fuel tanker 
trucks.  The tankers were broken down into 
several groups and escorted by gun trucks.  
As one group approached the top of the An 
Khe Pass, an NVA company of about 50 
soldiers initiated an ambush by disabling 
the gun truck Creeper, blowing out its tires 
with a rocket and hitting one of the fuel 
tankers which began to burn.

MEDAL OF HONOR RECIPIENT SPEC 4 LARRY DAHL (continued...)
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Sgt. McCatchin, NCOIC of the Creeper, 
called for help and the guntruck Playboys 
immediately responded.  The crew of 
Playboys drove into the kill zone, stopping 
about 30 yards from Creeper next to the 
tanker truck.  Both gun trucks began laying 
down suppressive fire as enemy soldiers 
pressed their attack.
The convoy commander riding in 
Playboys called for additional support, 
and a tank located at a nearby checkpoint 
responded.  Three more gun trucks from 
the following group also answered the call 
and sped into the fight.  Brutus, Misfits 
and The Untouchables  from the 359th 
Transportation Company joined the other 
two gun trucks and the tank in the battle 
with the NVA soldiers. 
Meanwhile, the commander in Playboys 
ordered Walter Deeks, filling in as Playboys’ 
driver, to go look for the driver of the disabled 
fuel truck.  He wanted to rescue the driver 
and clear the kill zone.  Deeks ran over and 
picked up the wounded driver and carried 
him back to Playboys under fire.
Sgt. Grailin Weeks, Playboys’ NCOIC then 
ran to the disabled fuel truck and despite 
the great danger, drove the truck out of 
the kill zone with the gun trucks following.  
The entire battle lasted for nearly an hour 
before infantry troops could be brought in 
to secure the area. 
Sgt. Weeks received the Silver Star and 
all other members of Playboys received 
Bronze Stars, with V device.  Larry Dahl 
was posthumously awarded the Medal of 
Honor for sacrificing himself for his crew.

On October 2nd, l998,  the US Navy 
honored Larry Dahl by the launching of 
a Roll on, Roll off ship, built by NASSCO 
steel of San Diego, California.  In a joint 
venture, of the US Navy and the US Army, 
the USNS DAHL is one of eighteen such 
ships, designed to carry thousands of 
APC’s, tanks, helicopters and other heavy 
military equipment. The Navy plans to 
deploy the sealift ships, around the globe, 
to shorten the time it takes, to mobilize, 
American armed forces.
