of Veterans Affairs estimates of the 7,391,000 Vietnam veterans nationally, and
currently over 80,000 reside in the State of Nevada; and

WHEREAS, over 58,000 American service members made the ultimate

sacrifice, and 151 of Nevada sons and daughters answered our Nation’s call and were
killed in action during the conflict; and
