The SSLP and its accompanying Certificate of Honor will no longer be available
for new issuance through the Commemorative Partner Portal. Remaining N CTERE
surviving spouse - INventory will be used to support ongoing Honorary Partner initiatives until Vietnam Veteran

Lapel Pin stock is depleted (Honorary Partners should therefore continue their process as Lapel Pin
normal). In its place, the Vietnam Veteran Lapel Pin (VVLP) will be substituted for presentation to
honor these spouses for their sacrifice with the very same distinguished memento that their Vietnam veteran
would have received for their service.
