• President Biden’s post, reaching nearly 35 million. 

• NVWVD garnered 30 thousand mentions across all media channels, 

with 127 thousand interactions through social media. 

• Our National Joint Wreath-Laying Ceremony at the Vietnam 

Veterans Memorial (shown at right) was live-streamed with coverage 

from NBC, ABC, Stars and Stripes, and DoD’s Defense Media

These combined efforts have resulted in nearly 4 million Vietnam veterans and their families being publicly 

and individually thanked and honored during 27 thousand ceremonies and 

events since 2012!

In fact, two recent viewings in retirement communities 

have already received wide acclaim, with one initially skeptical teary-eyed 

Vietnam veteran declaring after the viewing: “he now felt he received the 

welcome he didn't get when he returned.”
